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CHAPTER ONE:
· The U.S. is the 2nd largest Spanish speaking country in the world
· Recent efforts to curb the tide of Latinization can be seen in the attack against bilingual education as many critics see teaching content and academic skills in the students’ first language as anti-American
· Too many schools have put assimilation ahead of education
· The education of Latinos cannot be separated from the well-being of all Americans
· Even though many non-Latino teachers have been able to work effectively with Latinos increasing the representation of Latino teachers is an important goal for a plethora of reasons

CHAPTER TWO:
· Not only do some students develop feelings of inferiority because they never see themselves reflected in what they learn, but also teachers may feel a sense of superiority because their culture receives more attention in the curriculum
· Christine Sleeter argues from her research that when teachers work with students of color, they often look for data to support what they already think, thus reinforcing their stereotypes    NOTE:  Dr. Martin Haberman has found the same thing.
· Latino students suggest that educators become acquainted with the Latino community and use “funds of knowledge” and make sure both the classroom and curriculum reflect the culture of the students
Recommendations:
1. Stop blaming student characteristics they can’t control
2. Employ critical care praxis
3. Raise expectations and provide support to students to achieve them

CHAPTER THREE:
· Too many teachers feel unprepared to work well with Latino students
· Culturally responsive pedagogy requires that teachers
· Get to know their students
· Value the knowledge and skills students bring to school
· Build on these strengths to provide opportunities that prepare them to be critical citizens in a multicultural democracy
Recommendation:  Teachers commit to learn about their Latino students by going to the community, not as tourists, but with a desire to learn 
CHAPTER FOUR:  
· Care about students in AND out of the classroom
· Remember that many students are multiracial
Recommendations:
1. Remember that students are the experts on their lives so be open to learning from them
2. Learn to speak and support the use of languages other than Standard English

CHAPTER FIVE:
· Spanglish can be a pedagogical resource
Recommendations:
1. Hallways, cafeteria, and other nonsanctioned zones should be spaces where students can use different types of language
2. Teachers should learn additional languages

CHAPTER SIX:
· Challenge the myths about undocumented students
Recommendations:
1. Change the curriculum to include the experiences and perspectives of immigrant students
2. Help students learn more about immigrant rights and how to navigate a system that is often hostile to immigrants

CHAPTER SEVEN:
· Bilingual students shouldn’t be penalized for the ability to communicate in a variety of languages; rather they should be praised and held up as a model for monolingual people to emulate
· If our education system really valued multilingualism, there would be more two-way bilingual programs in schools
· Language doesn’t have to be a barrier
Recommendations:
1. Make learning Spanish a requirement for all teachers
2. Teachers need to rely on a variety of methods rather than just one
3. Teachers need to focus on students rather than only concentrating on teaching content

CHAPTER EIGHT:
· Tracking is still supported and extolled as an effective practice, despite the fact that research says otherwise
Recommendation:  Teacher education programs should prepare teachers to work with Latinos, including experiencing Latino people, language, and culture

CHAPTER NINE:  
· Too often discipline policies in school are applied differently, depending on the racial/ethnic or linguistic background of the students
· Students most often suspended have some of the greatest academic and emotional needs
· Schools need to be more focused on addressing the conditions that influence students in ways that get them suspended or expelled rather than maintaining a reputation of being tough on disciplinary issues
· Suspending students isn’t an effective practice
Recommendations:
1. Adults and students need to work together to come with the rules and consequences for breaking rules
2. Teachers need to read the literature on school suspension and learn about the overrepresentation of students of color
3. Intentionally make schools fundamentally different from prisons
CHAPTER TEN:
· Students should never have to choose between academic success and connection with their community, family, and friends

CHAPTER ELEVEN:
· Just inhabiting the same physical space as students doesn’t necessarily result in understanding the sociopolitical and sociocultural contexts students have to navigate to achieve school success
· A colorblind approach is not effective
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
